Please pray for the young people in the care of 
faithful Karen Christians dorm parents with a 
heart for children in 3 locations in the Omkoi 
area. The dorm in Omkoi is the biggest one and 
has requests for about 20 new students for next 
school year!  
With the financial help of Korean brothers and 
sisters the Karen celebrated the opening of four 
new church buildings. Pray that these buildings would come alive and be filled 
with the people of God! To have a church building is a statement and an 
important sign to the Buddhists and Animists alike; it shows that there is a 
Christian presence, and it is here to stay. 
In about two months time there will be the 4th and last of the four chronological 
Bible training sessions. At the beginning of next year phase 1 will start again Feb 
2027. Pray that these trainings will go beyond head knowledge, that hearts would 
be transformed. 
Deborah is still mentoring and involved with medical students. Pray for the start 
of a follow-up course for some of the students who have shown interest to learn 
more about Jesus.
